Government approved revised variant of the Romania-Serbia Cross-Border Cooperation Programme

The Government approved in today’s meeting the revised variant of the Romania-Serbia Cross-Border Cooperation Programme for the period 2007-2013, following the comments received from the European Commission.

The Programme is financed by the European Union under the Instrument for Pre-accession Assistance (IPA) and co-financed by the states partners in the Programme. 

The programme addresses to the cooperation in the Romanian-Serbian border area, respectively the counties of Timis, Caras-Severin and Mehedinti in Romania and the Severno-Banatski, Srednje-Banatski, Južno-Banatski, Braničevski and Borski districts in Serbia

The Programme budget will be 23 010 661 euros in the first period, 2007-2009, and the allocation for the period 2010-2013 is to be established during 2008. 

The programme will finance projects related to economic and social development, environmental protection and preparation for emergency situations, as well as actions of the local communities for the development of civil society, service provision to the communities in the border area, educational, cultural and sports exchanges, and also the intensification of the social and cultural integration of border areas. 

The eligible beneficiaries under this Programme are local and regional public authorities, non-governmental organisations, representative associations and organisations, universities, research institutes, educational/training organisations.
