	Project overall objective(s):
	Strengthening capacity for the sustainable economic development of the cross-border region through the improvement of the cross-border tourist offer and creation of conditions for the development of cycling tourism.

	Short description:
	The project is the result of the steps taken so far by the partners to promote cycling and is a natural follow-up to the investments already made or planned to be made in the two countries. In this predominantly rural area, the existence of an internationally recognised cycle tourism route such as Euro Velo 13, which crosses the territory, represents a major opportunity for the overall development of the region.
The development of the cycle tourism route will be achieved through a complex set of activities that will involve the local communities and aims to capitalise on the potential of these settlements. In order to monitor cycling traffic, to get feedback on the effectiveness of the measures taken, as well as to plan future investments, cycle counters will be installed at key points along the route. The route will be signposted; information boards will be prepared and rest places for cyclists will be provided. 
Five new cycling circuits will be developed in addition to EV13 - as an extension of the Tour de Banat network, implemented a few years ago. The cultural and natural resources of the region will be highlighted by creating a thematic route on the subject of the Iron Curtain and by developing the content of an educational route on the history and ecosystem of the Bega Canal.
